What do you need for your event?

Of the twenty-five disc golf courses
listed on the PDGA Directory, six
can be found at PA State Parks and
another is currently being
constructed at Nockamixon State
Park.

What is the appeal of disc golf to
State Park Rangers? What are the
advantages of having a course in a
state park? Are there other PA
State Parks that should have disc
golf courses?

First, the primary benefit of a State
Park Ranger installing a disc golf
course in their park is the
stewardship that the volunteers
bring to the property. Many times
disc golf courses are located in
what were previously underutilized
parts of a property. By now having
a disc golf course on that land,
utilization of that land increases, as
does maintenance of that space.
This is highly desirable to many
park rangers.

Second, disc golf course developers
find that PA State Parks possess
beautiful tracks of land where
courses can naturally augment the
beauty of the space. In addition,
by having a course in a well-
managed, highly accessible space,
disc golf is sure to enjoy increased
popularity and support.

Finally, the diversity of PA State
Parks is impressive. Should every
park have a course? No. Many do
not have the land or resources. But
with 116 State Parks in PA, there
has got to be more than 7 parks
that can host a disc golf course.

Our Commonwealth is enjoying a
sustained statewide growth of disc
golf with the opening of two new
courses: Hickory Run SP and
Indiana University of PA.

Previously an object course, with
obscure tees and a difficult flow,
the Hickory Run disc golf course
now has 18 Mach New Il pole holes,
tee markers, and has been
expanded into a space double it's
original dimensions. This course
was launched in October 2002 with
the first ever PDGA event and is
receiving great support from the
park’s Ranger.

The Indiana University of PA disc
golf course has received a great
deal of attention recently due to its
location on a ski hill, incredible
vistas, elevation changes, and tall
pines and water. Open from April
through December, this course is
available for public use and must be
played to be believed.
